Pursuant to the clauses of the by-laws of TCS with your trust and support, the Tidewater Chinese
School Board of Directors (the BOD), elected by the general members of TCS on June 13, 2009, officially
commenced its administrative obligation on July 1, 2009.

Many parents, regardless of nationality, express their continuing support
for TCS: Some offer to be volunteers, some offer funding, and some hire lawyers to provide legal advice.
As the new BOD, we sincerely appreciate all your efforts: With all your support, the TCS will be better!
After consulting with attorneys, we are confident to declare that all school operations and school
activities so far, including the general election on June 13, 2009, are legally conducted and have solid
legal ground. We have appointed Professors/Lawyers Douglas Cook and Kathleen McKee of Regent
University Law School and Willcox & Savage Attorneys at Law as our legal advisors. Timothy Lockhart, an
attorney at Willcox & Savage, sent an inquiry letter to Mr. Roper and his clients of the new
organization “Tidewater Chinese School, Inc”, which was registered on June 3, 2009. We will keep you
updated with the development in this matter.

The first priority of the BOD now is to make sure the smooth operation and running of the Fall
Semester. The principle of the TCS is to provide education for students regardless of age, gender,
race/ethnicity, birthplaces (Taiwan, Mainland China, Hong Kong, USA, or anywhere else), and
languages (Traditional Chinese, Simplified Chinese, Pinyin). We welcome any students who are
interested in learning Chinese language and culture. We will continue to offer classes of traditional
Chinese, simplified Chinese, Chinese culture and conversation. Information of registration, class, and
teachers, will be published online at www.tidewaterchineseschool.org.

Today, we are pleased to announce that our School is launching a Summer Camp program. This
program provides the opportunity for our kids to have educational and sporty activities in the long
summer break with their school buddies.
